Today, Surf Life Saving Illawarra (SLSI) has members across 17 Surf Life Saving Clubs (SLSCs) who perform rescues, preventative actions and
first aid treatments each year.

A meeting of representatives of Surf Bathing Clubs in the South Coast District was held at the Bulli Council Chambers on 17th November 1917,
to consider and, if thought advisable, take the necessary steps for the establishment of an Association.

Affiliation with the SLSA of NSW (new name) with the full acceptance of their Constitution, and becoming a Sub-Association was passed at 20th
October 1920 meeting.

The name South Coast Branch of the Surf Life Saving Association of Australia was adopted on 8th November 1924 with this changing to
[llawarra Branch of the SLSA of Australia on 16th November 1929 as this more emphasised our true boundaries.

The lllawarra Branch continues to enjoy a stellar existence as one of eleven branches in NSW with members contributing to NSW and Australia
through committee representation and as recipients of NSW Awards of Excellence honours.

It is with pride that | present the 2020/21 annual summary for Surf Life Saving Illawarra Inc.

Thank-you to you all for your dedication, service, and efforts to ensure that no lives were lost between the red and yellow
flags whilst you were on patrol.

This season we recognised a total membership of 6330 members with 1270 members performing active lifesaving duty across the
[llawarra. The active patrolling membership numbersincreased by 94, or by 8% on the previous season. What was the most
pleasing aspect of the membership data was that of the increase in the Cadet 13-15 year age group membership category, which
increased by 33% this season. This increase of the youth membership across the branch provides our clubs and the community an
opportunity for a favourable secure future.

We were able to recognise and celebrate this season the 40th anniversary of women performing active duty in Surf Life Saving.
Prior to July 1980, surf lifesaving patrolling was traditionally a male-dominated activity that has now changed for the better, with
our membership facing a more inclusive organisation.

| recall that the previous season 2019/20 was noted as being one season that would go down in history as one of the most difficult
and challenging for our surf lifesavers. However, season 2020/21 threw up its own challenges, with beaches seeing extraordinarily
large crowds on occasions due to the Covid overseas travel restrictions. On the Australia Day long-weekend lllawarra surf lifesaving
clubs completed 163 rescues over 2 days, which surpassed the total number of rescues completed across 17 beaches for all the
previous season. The COVID impact to our organisation was significant and will continue to impact the season ahead.

It was a difficult season on patrol, with 6 drownings outside of the flags, 11,132 preventative actions, 435,630 visitations, 484 first
aids, 32 ambulance calls, 505 successful rescues and 35 after-hours callouts for assistance. Noting that the 505 successful rescues
this year was up from a season total of 145 rescues on the previous year.

The 2021 SLSI Financial report provided a healthy balance sheet and from a profit and loss perspective highlighted a surplus this

financial year. The Independent Audit report into our operations confirmed the financial position reported out monthly by the
bookkeepers. Raising adequate funds to effectively manage the expenditure of our clubs and the Branch continues to be a major
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focus year on year. With the continuation of the Covid global pandemic into the start of next season the challenge of fundraising
will intensify.
